Data Management Work Plan – Monthly Status Report for March 2005

· Develop a clear statement of what the PNAMP Data Work group is intended to do and who is going to do it. This statement would be based on the work plans of the work groups. 

· Assess needs and gather user requirements and preferences. Understand the necessary data products, how the data products would be used, the people who are involved, and when products are needed.

· Develop a detailed PNAMP Data Management Coordination Project Plan.  Set out the time frame for deliverables: who will do what and when and cost/cost share.

PNAMP Strategic Plan:  Stewart provided copies of the completed PNAMP strategic plan pointing out in particular the revised data management component, summarized current PNAMP activity to review it’s inventory needs (identified as a part of the PNAMP Strategic Plan at pages 8, 9 and 11) and indicated that the planned March review of the John Day and Upper Columbia Data Dictionary and the Protocol Builder (Michael Beaty) is being moved to April.
Other Data Activities…

NED Cross Coordination Support:  Project Description and Performance and the Temporal and Spatial Data Elements Cross-Subject.  The work plan was finalized with one main item of discussion -can the Project Description and Performance and the Temporal and Spatial Data Elements Cross Subject Work Groups be combined?  Since Joy Paulus had volunteered to lead the Temporal and Spatial Data Elements work group Stewart will follow up with her ahead of a decision.

Collaborative Workshop: Beyond Ad-Hoc: Organizing, Administering and Funding an Environmental Data Network for Data Discovery and Sharing.  The most important question is timing.  Will it be possible to organize this workshop before the end of April or wait until June or later?  Stewart will work with Peter to follow up and will work with others.  An updated Draft Workshop Proposal is attached.   

PNW-RGIC (Pacific Northwest - Regional Geographic Information Council):  PNW-RGIC has revised its charter to focus on high-level coordination between state and federal spatial data framework efforts.  PNW –RGIC is interested in partnering with NED on the proposed workshop: Beyond Ad-Hoc: Organizing, Administering and Funding an Environmental Data Network for Data Discovery and Sharing.    

Oregon Aquatic Barriers Data Initiative:  Doug Terra is working with the Oregon Association of Counties and the Oregon League of Cities to obtain barrier information.  For the initiative as a whole there is agreement to work with a consistent set of data elements and, where inventory work is being necessary, to complete biological and infrastructural inventories simultaneously.  Dan Avery also provided information about USFWS online Barrier information available at the Fish Passage Decision Support System at http://fpdss.fws.gov/index.jsp (with a map viewer) or at

http://fpdss.fws.gov/web/jsp/download.jsp (for data download).

Organization for Fish and Wildlife Managers:  Bruce Schmidt provided an information item. The Organization for Fish and Wildlife Managers http://www.ofwim.org/ is conducting a nationwide survey of data standards.  Any input is welcome.


NED Salmonid Data Work Group:  Stewart reported on salmonid data management tasks he is working on including:  a cross-walk between the data attributes captured in the PCSRF project level reporting and the data attributes commonly reported in projects contributing to the NWFSC habitat database where the goal is to develop a common view of these projects; initial comparison of the PCSRF database definitions and the definitions used in the BPA PISCES database; participation in development and review of the Upper Columbia and John Day Data dictionaries; and, participation in the EMPG data –definitions work group. Participation in the NED Salmonid data work group needs to be expanded – suggested that the Federal Caucus agencies, the States, NWIFC and  CRITFC be core participants 


Regional Data Dictionary Content and Use Recommendation. A draft NED document that reviews definitions and semantics associated with creation of data dictionaries was provided for information and any input.  The next step is to review and incorporate inputs from the ISO 111-79 and the FGDC (which has recently been involved in comparing ISO 111-79 and FGDC standards). The purpose of the document is to establish acceptable regional language/semantic understanding for NED to use for data dictionary efforts.
