1. Columbia River FCRPS BiOp Update
a. Jim Geiselman gave a brief update on the data management considerations of the BiOp and potential for coordination with PNAMP efforts.
i. Jim is co-lead of the RME Data Management Strategy Subgroup, established by Action Agencies, NOAA and Power Planning group for coordination and data management for BiOp
ii. WGs are reviewing projects under the Fish and Wildlife Program, Anadromous Fish Evaluation Program (Corps of Engineers), and Bureau projects - want to assess coverage of RPAs, conduct gap analysis, make recommendations
iii. Trying to match process up with Northwest Power and Conservation Council review process
iv. Recommendations expected in late April/early May 2009, there will be interaction with the ISRP on this
v. Right now, the WGs are looking for collaboration/interaction with collaborative foums, including PNAMP, NWEIS, NED.  Products will come later.
2. PNAMP Monitoring Terminology Glossary

Background: The PNAMP Monitoring Term Glossary (originally referred as the Monitoring Term Data Dictionary) is an effort to reconcile divergences in terms and concepts between aquatic monitoring organizations and programs in the Pacific Northwest. Discussion today:

i. Liz Gee provided an overview of the Habitat Classification aspect of the NED Portal.  
ii. It was commented that anything beyond metadata harvesting requires active content management and interpretation.  The concern is whether or not this is what users want in the Portal.  
iii. It was suggested that going this extra step may help secure funding and a regional partnership to use the system
iv. Some think the interpretive parts should be left to others and this should just focus on getting the data uploaded in a timely and efficient fashion.
v. Don’t want to repeat Status of the Resource report

vi. Need to identify people who will be using and supporting the Portal

vii. The group agreed to have further discussion on this topic since a decision regarding a recommendation to the PNAMP SC was not made.

viii. Jim G. suggested drafting a white paper to facilitate a recommendation and highlight the key elements for the Portal to be functional to a variety of users; including a Steward.

· Sean Quigley will follow up with Liz Gee and Tom Pansky to explore existing documents and bring them forward before the next meeting
ix. Sean Quigley will send feedback to NED Portal development team and to determine whether another meeting is required.
