Lewis River Introductory Tutorial
Accessing the website
1. Enter URL http://pnamp.science.oregonstate.edu in your browser.
2. Log in by clicking the tiny “login” at the very bottom of the page and entering your username and password on the login page. You won’t be able to download the sample draw if you aren’t logged in. 

If you don’t have an account, request one by clicking “Request Access” near the top of the page.  Fill in the requested information and click the “Create new account” button near the bottom of the page. You will receive an email confirmation of your request. Once your request is processed you’ll receive another email with a link that will allow you to set your password.
3. After you’ve logged in, you’ll see a screen showing your account information. There are four “tabs” just below your username: View, Edit, ISTM Downloads, and Track.  Click on “Edit” to update your account information. Click on “ISTM Downloads” to see a list of your saved searches. This list will be empty if you haven’t saved any searches.
Also, after you’ve logged in, the menu at the top of the screen will have two more options for a total of six: My account, Overview, Purpose, Site Management System, Create content, and Log out.

Drawing a Sample for the Lewis River from the Master Sample
1. Move your mouse to “Site Management System.” You’ll see a drop-down menu with Site Management System, Search History, and Site Analysis Tools. Click on “Site Management System.” This will bring up a page with three tabs: Search, Site Notes, Download Entire Sample, and Google Map Locations. “Search” should be on top. This is the top-level search, which you can then refine. Currently there are four choices: County Based Search, Salmon Recovery Based Search, USGS Based Search, and WRIA Based Search.
2. Click on “USGS Based Search.” You will get a form inviting you to select one of the following: region, sub-region, basin, sub-basin, watershed, sub-watershed, or USGS number. Region, sub-region, and basin all only have one choice each in this pilot project.
For the Lewis River draw, select “Lewis” from the sub-basin drop-down menu. Then click the Search button at the bottom of the screen. It may take several seconds to get the next screen as the server sorts through the database.

3. The next screen informs you, “Your search returned 8947 matches.” The first several sites are listed at the bottom of the screen, and you can page through the whole list if you want.

Use the attributes in the box labeled “Show only items where” to select a subset of the 8947 matches. We want only Strahler order 3 sites, so click the button just left of “Strah Ord” and choose 3 from the corresponding drop-down menu.  Click the Filter button. This time we only get 241 matches.

Download the Design
Once the sample has been refined, download the design. Enter a name (say “Lewis Tutorial”) for the design in the box labeled “Enter Design Name” and click the Download button. You should get a comma-delimited text file which you should save on your computer. It might be a good idea to give the file the same name you gave the design.
