· Need ways to store derived data, estimates, etc. Need a protocol that data will have to come from. 

· Many groups are reviewing their smolt trapping programs (California, StreamNet, PSP, etc.). 
· WDFW is waiting for contracts to get signed for smolt trapping WQDX effort in Sound.
· Demonstration and presentation of ARS/ATM protocol documentation tool - Rentmeester
· Should Protocol Library capture protocol performance? Where should this information be captured and stored for review (i.e. what is an average or typical CV based on? What truths?).

· PNAMP and Washington Monitoring Forum are involved in regional data management coordination. The Forum wants groups to stop doing things in unique and different ways (adopt standards). Others have to be able to use data from a particular group. 
· Groups are concerned that they will loose support for restoration projects and will only be able to focus on implementation and effectiveness under BPA BiOp.
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
